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A Better World: Seeking Ways to Cooperate to
Integrate the Independent Living and Social Participation of the Disabled
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The core provision of the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities is independent living (Article 19 of the Convention),
which guarantees the right of choice in the community, and deinstitutionalization, deinstitutionalization, and de-familiarization can
be seen as natural rights and a series of processes for this. Over the past 20 years, the Independent Living Center (IL) has been
developing a movement for independent living for the disabled based on the right to self-determination, and has not only expanded
quantitatively but is also playing an important role as a service delivery system.

In particular, with the revision of the Welfare of Persons with Disabilities Act at the end of last year, the legal status of the IL Center
was institutionalized as a welfare facility for the disabled, and the implications and future action tasks following the government’s
announcement of the ‘Roadmap for Supporting Self-Reliance for the Deinstitutionalized with Disabled Persons’ in August 2021 have
been discussed by disability activists, IL, and the opinions of scholars are sharply conflicting, raising concerns about the human rights
of people with disabilities. Accordingly, we would like to carefully diagnose advanced cases where the independent living movement
for the disabled was active and the current status of the human rights of the disabled in Korea, and further seek alternatives based
on future development tasks.

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Jeju 4-3, Reflection and Coexistence from the Past
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The international community is facing global trends of competition and confrontation, such as the U.S.- China strategic competition, the Russia-
Ukraine war, the Israel-Hamas conflict, and tensions in the Taiwan Strait. Particularly, the world witnesses the terrible tragedy resulting from the
Russia-Ukraine war and Israel's attacks. Consequently, the international community recognizes the serious lack of cooperation amidst various
challenges threatening peace. It is a time to learn the lessons from past and seek the roads to coexistence.

Although the world learned from the Holocaust during World War Il and adopted the Genocide Convention in UN, the cries and tears of the
weak are still heard worldwide. The Jeju Massacre(Jeju 4-3 Incident), which occurred during the U.S. Military Government period, resulted in
casualties of about 10% of the population of Jeju island under the direct and indirect intervention by the U.S. While the Korean government
officially apologized for the brutalities by the government forces during the Jeju 4-3 Incident and has trying to retore the honor of the victims,
the U.S. has shown no response.

The Jeju 4-3 Research Institute holds the 4-3 session at this Jeju Forum under the theme of ‘Jeju 4-3, Reflection and Coexistence from the
Past’ This session aims to reflect on past tragic events, including the Jeju 4-3 Incident, to explore the future of our society and the paths
of cooperation and coexistence. Participants will examine what lessons we should learn from the past history and provide insights from a
comparative perspective.

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There is a growing emphasis on international cooperation and joint response for coexistence and co-prosperity in the ocean as the
climate crisis, such as rising sea levels and temperatures as well as extreme weather, is deepening, and bio-security and plastic pollution
also threaten human survival. Since the adoption of the Paris Agreement in 2015, the international community has been stressing
multilateral solutions centered on conventions instead of the “cooperation and coordination” of the past. The UN BBNJ Agreement
adopted in 2023 and the global negotiations for “the UN Plastic Treaty” presents representative examples of the formation of a new
international maritime order. In this context, this session explores how to proactively respond to the various challenges facing the

ocean as well as to globally cooperate for coexistence and prosperity.

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Major Asian countries are leading comprehensive diplomatic initiatives through numerous channels to de-escalate the conflict in
Gaza, including the provision of humanitarian assistance, and have affirmed support for Palestinian statehood as crucial to a long term
negotiated settlement. Korea has consistently been an integral financial supporter of the UNRWA, with a reach of nearly six million
Palestinians. In 2016, Indonesia inaugurated the opening of the Indonesian Hospital in Gaza, at the time the largest hospital in north
Gaza. Japan leveraged its position, during its time as holder of the G7 Presidency, to convene global leaders and urge for de-escalation.
China’s robust economic ties with Israel and extensive endeavors in mediating between Palestine and Israel further highlight the
strategic role key Asian countries are primed to play in resolving the conflict. This session will invite a panel to shed light on the
importance of the Asian powers to post-conflict reconstruction, mediating diplomatic exchanges, facilitating humanitarian assistance,

and contributing to the establishment of a durable solution to the conflict.

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Game Changer: Confronting A New Security Environment on the Korean Peninsula
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Profound shifts in North Korea’s international approach are creating a new security environment on the Korean Peninsula. For the
first time in the history of U.S.-North Korea nuclear negotiations, Pyongyang appears serious about rejecting any engagement on
denuclearization. It is also terminating ties with other countries deemed unfavorable. Notably, North Korea renounced the pursuit of
cooperation and peaceful unification with South Korea, upending its longstanding inter-Korean policy. Conversely, North Korea has
bolstered relations with Russia and China. Enhanced North Korea-Russia cooperation, in particular, is pulling Pyongyang into a broader
geopolitical competition and encouraging greater belligerence on the Peninsula. These trends underscore the ineffectiveness of
over-relying on pressure, sanctions, and deterrence messaging to curb North Korea’s nuclear development. In this new environment,
strategic reassessment and enhanced cooperation by the United States, South Korea, and like-minded partners are necessary to

reduce conflict and build peace on the Korean Peninsula.

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Exploration of the Development Direction of Special Autonomous Cities by
Sharing Cases of Decentralization Abroad
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These are times of transition. In this era of rising international tensions, special autonomy and decentralization are increasingly
valuable. Local leaders require new strategies to improve the quality of life for residents and grow region-based industries across
borders.

South Tyrol, Italy was designated as a special autonomous province in 1992, particularly. The Sud Tyrol Province has excelled in 19
areas. These include addressing the climate crisis, promoting renewable energy, protecting the Alpine forest environment, managing
mountain disasters, and fostering immigration and diversity. Additionally, the province boasts a thriving high-tech industry and
regional development. This is comparable to the Jeju Self-Governing Province, which also strives for a high degree of autonomy.
These two regional governments share a similar history, natural and human environment, and a desire for greater autonomy.

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Digital Connectivity Under Threat:
Attacks on Undersea Cables and Countermeasures

One of the key features emphasized in the Indo-Pacific strategies of so-called “like-minded democratic countries” is the term
‘connectivity’. This term reflects not only the enlargement of physical connections among onshore and offshore countries in the
region but also the growing interconnectedness in the digital realm.

In this context, digital networks based on undersea cables have assumed strategic importance. In the Indo-Pacific region, over 95% of
international data traffic is carried by these undersea cables. This indicates that a vision of “a free and open Indo-Pacific” can only be
realized if the protection of these cables is securely ensured. This vision heavily relies on continuous communication and information-
sharing based on established networks and connectivity in the region.

Given the significance of undersea cables, safeguarding them is vital for national security. However, they are susceptible to various
severe threats. Any physical damage to the submarine cable infrastructure can lead to considerable economic losses for the allied
industries of the involved countries, resulting in disruption in, and even paralysis of, inter-country information networks.

Undersea cables face threats from natural incidents and deliberate sabotage, aimed at data theft, intelligence gathering, or disrupting
data flows. Often, these attacks are orchestrated by nation-states as part of hybrid warfare, intending to sever the military
communication of an opposing nation. Moreover, some attacks are driven by state-sponsored entities with the aim of causing cable
malfunctions, manipulating data flows, or increasing data dependence among nation-states in the region.

Given the intensifying geopolitical competition, we cannot overlook the possibility that attacks on undersea cables might be used as
tools for crisis escalation, not merely for the direct benefits of the attack itself. By severing or disrupting the digital connectivity of
countries in the region, geopolitical tensions can arise, leading to deeper fragmentation. The proposed session focuses on the growing
significance of digital connectivity and the associated security implications. The session seeks insights from maritime experts and

academics in the Indo-Pacific region regarding the aforementioned threat scenarios and aims to enhance joint response capabilities.

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Cooperation for Peace and Prosperity on the Korean Peninsula:
Food, Nutrition, and Resources
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In this session, we aim to explore strategies for cooperation towards peace and prosperity on the Korean Peninsula, focusing on three
aspects: food, nutrition, and resource management. North Korea, in its 2021 Voluntary National Reports on sustainable development,
acknowledged the challenges facing its agriculture sector. The report revealed that North Korea’s grain production target for 2020
was 7 million tons; however, the actual output amounted to only 5.52 million tons, falling short by 1.48 million tons. Furthermore, the
stunting rate among children under five was approximately 17%—a reduction from 28% in 2012, vet still alarmingly high. This session
is designed to dissect North Korea's food issues into ‘production’ and ‘distribution” for in-depth discussion. Regarding the nutritional
status within North Korea, we will examine the current situation and challenges before considering potential improvement strategies.
Finally, to enhance the practicality of our approach, we will discuss cooperative strategies for managing resources in the border

regions, which represent the initial steps towards inter-Korean cooperation.
